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Private Member’s Legislative Motion
Resolution /2011 (  ) of the National Assembly
“On the establishment of an ad hoc committee investigating the process and background of criminal activity committed by uniformed personnel, as well as the events at Gyöngyöspata, and assisting in the elimination of criminal activity by uniformed personnel”

1. The National Assembly, as the primary representative organ of the People’s will, considers the maintenance of public peace, public order and public safety and the creation of the necessary tools to achieve this a priority. In order to clarify the situation that has evolved in Gyöngyöspata and several other parts of our country in the past period, to solve the social phenomena leading to uniformed groups organizing public safety activity unlawfully and manifesting a defiantly anti-community behavior, and to assist in the legitimate elimination of the active unlawful groups, the National Assembly has passed the following resolution.

2. The National Assembly, in accordance with 34. § (1) and 35. § (1) of the Standing Orders of the House, establishes the ad hoc committee (hereinafter: Committee) investigating the process and background of criminal activity committed by uniformed personnel, as well as the events at Gyöngyöspata, and assisting in the elimination of criminal activity by uniformed personnel.
3. The tasks of the Committee:

a) investigating the circumstances and organization of the “Easter trip” of the Romas from Gyöngyöspata, moreover
b) establishing which domestic and foreign persons and organizations organize and financially support the uniformed persons, groups and organizations - present in Gyöngyöspata and other parts of our Country – unlawfully posing as maintainers of the peace, moreover
c) establishing who and why claimed untruthfully with regard to the long-existing activities of the Red Cross that the evacuation of the Romas from the scene was taking place, what was the reason and objective for this causing of panic, moreover

d) establishing on whose mandate and what role was played by Richard Field in the events at Gyöngyöspata, and on whose mandate and for what reason he stated untruthfully that the locals had to be evacuated, moreover

e) establishing which Hungarian, or perhaps foreign organizations support the activity of Richard Fields, which foreign organizations and press organs he may in contact with, moreover

f) establishing whether the opposition parties represented in the National Assembly participated either directly or indirectly in disturbing the public peace, the public order and the public safety of the country, and if yes, what was their intention and objective in doing so, moreover

g) establishing what kind of political responsibility can be placed on the parliamentary factions and certain members of the factions with regard to the present situation, moreover

h) establishing whose interests it serves that the international press presents an untruthful, civil war-like situation in Hungary, and who, and for what reason, provide mistaken information that presents Hungary in an unreasonably bad light, thus humiliating our country in the eyes of the international public opinion, moreover

i) making a proposal to assist the lawful elimination of the active unlawful groups. 
4. The Committee shall establish its own standing orders at the start of its operation, in accordance with Decision 50/2003. (XI.5.) of the Constitutional Court.
5. The Committee shall prepare a report on its activity, which it shall present to the National Assembly within 150 days of the start of its mandate.

6. The Committee consists of 12 members, its members are Members of Parliament. Members will be recommended by the leaders of the parliamentary factions according to the following:
Fidesz – Hungarian Civic Union: 5

Kereszténydemokrata Néppárt (Christian Democratic People’s Party): 2

Hungarian Socialist Party: 2

Jobbik – The Movement for a Better Hungary: 2

Lehet Más a Politika: 1

7. The president of the Committee shall be recommended by the faction of the Fidesz- Hungarian Civic Union, while its vice-president shall be recommended by the faction of the Hungarian Socialist Party – from among the members if the Members of Parliament nominated for membership in the Committee – to the Speaker of the National Assembly.
8. Only a person who has a type “C” national security clearance, which established no risk factors and who has made an obligation of confidentiality can be elected as a member of the Committee.

9. The mandate of the Committee incorporates every matter relating to 1. and 3. a)-i) of this resolution, as well as proposals as to the necessary actions with regards to the above. The Committee may, in the course of its work, conduct hearings and requests documents in relation to its tasks. Everyone is obliged to provide the required documents for the Committee and to appear in front of the Committee.

10. The mandate of the Committee shall start with the publication of the National Assembly resolution electing its members.

11. The mandate of the Committee shall last until the National Assembly resolution concerning the report handed in according to 5. is passed, or until the deadline open for handing in the report has passed without a result.
12. The members of the Committee shall not receive remuneration for their work.

13. The Committee may employ experts in order to complete its tasks. The costs of its operation shall be financed from the budget of the National Assembly.

14. This resolution shall take effect on the day of its publication.

Reasoning

The current legal system of Hungary unequivocally establishes that the protection of public safety and public order is the task of the Police.

In the past period a situation has formed in several parts of our country, including Gyöngyöspata in Heves County, that poses a danger to public safety, public order, the inhabitants of the area and material assets. This situation was caused by persons and groups whose background and motivation is - as of yet - in part unclarified for the authorities.
Pursuant to this, other interest groups have caused a bad reputation for our country in the eyes of the international public by making untruthful statements about the situation.

The Fidesz made it clear in the Programme of National Cooperation that the right and possibility of lawful violence resides exclusively with the Hungarian State, and the use of force is the exclusive right of state authorities. In the process of rebuilding our country the restoration of public peace and public safety, the protection of human life and personal property is of paramount importance.
